Proposed Resolution Recognizing March 21-27, 2011 as Florida “Welcome Home Week”

This is a draft resolution still pending approval from members of Florida’s Cabinet, provided solely as an example that could be adapted for purposes of a local resolution proposal.

Resolution

A resolution declaring March 21-27, 2011, as Florida “Welcome Home Week,” recognizing the vital role of homeownership in creating jobs, strengthening communities, providing stability for families and helping citizens establish roots in the Sunshine State; and

WHEREAS, Florida Realtors®, the state’s largest professional trade association formerly known as Florida Association of Realtors®, and its 115,000-member Realtors work with existing and future Florida residents every day, promoting the benefits of homeownership such as job creation: For every two home sales, one job is created and every home purchase pumps up to $60,000 into the economy; and

WHEREAS, homeownership offers economic benefits and strengthens communities through improved social outcomes such as higher school achievement by children, fewer teenage pregnancies and more participation in volunteer activities; and

WHEREAS, “Welcome Home Week” on March 21-27, 2011, encourages everyone to explore homeownership and become a Florida homeowner; and “Welcome Home Week” culminates in Florida Open House Weekend sponsored by Florida Realtors® on March 26th and 27th – the largest open house event in the country; and

WHEREAS, Realtors throughout Florida are dedicated to helping improve the quality of life of all Floridians as they promote the benefits of homeownership,
NOW, THEREFORE,

Be It Resolved by the Florida Cabinet of the State of Florida:


That March 21-27, 2011, is recognized as “Welcome Home Week.”
